Welcome

Welcome to the seventh annual report of the Adamstown Strategic
Development Zone Planning Scheme.

This report has been prepared by the Adamstown Project Team and
is a review of progress made over the course of 2010 in implementing
the Adamstown Planning Scheme. Previous Annual Reports can be
viewed or downloaded on our website www.adamstown.ie.

Opening Statement

The pace of new residential commencements continued to moderate
during 2010 due to the contraction in the construction industry and 72
new homes were occupied in Adamstown in 2010.

The main focus during 2010 was completing existing development
in The Paddocks and Adamstown Square. Progress was also
made regarding the Taking in Charge of the completed residential
developments within Adamstown, with the first residential areas
expected to be handed over to the Local Authority during 2011. The
Adamstown Developers have delivered temporary public playing
pitches, to accommodate sporting activities in Adamstown pending
the completion of permanent facilities at Tandy's Lane Park and
Airlie Park. Developers also maintained discussions with potential
commercial tenants for the District Centre during 2010.

During the course of 2010 one planning application was submitted
for 177 no. residential units in Adamstown Square 3. The scheme
is designed to provide flexible family homes that can accommodate
a range of layout options for prospective residents and expanding
families. A decision on this application is due in early 2011.

The focus for 2011 is likely to be on delivering flexible family homes in
the Adamstown Square and The Paddocks areas and the advancing
of the Taking in Charge process for completed areas of Adamstown

SDZ Project Management

South Dublin County Council is the Development Agency for the
Adamstown SDZ. The Development Agency is responsible for over-
seeing the implementation of the SDZ. South Dublin County Council
has established a Steering Group and a Project Implementation Team
to facilitate the ongoing monitoring, evaluation and implementation of
the SDZ.

Adamstown Steering Group

The Adamstown Steering Group met twice in 2010 to review and
monitor the implementation of the Adamstown Planning Scheme.

Adamstown Project Team

The Adamstown SDZ Project Team is responsible for overseeing and
monitoring the implementation of the Adamstown Planning Scheme.
The team is responsible for promoting development that is consistent
with the Planning Scheme, for monitoring development on site and for
working with the Adamstown Developers to ensure design solutions
that will make Adamstown a safe and attractive place to live, work
or visit. Representatives of the team visit the site 2-3 times weekly to
monitor development. A monthly progress report is also posted on the
Adamstown website www.adamstown.ie.

Community Development continues to play an important role in the
development of Adamstown as a place. South Dublin County Council
is committed to working with the emerging community in Adamstown
to facilitate the growth of community networks and is encouraging
residents to take an active role in their community.

Community Development Officer, has continued to engage with
emerging communities in Adamstown, with the Adamstown Developers,
with the Adamstown Schools and with other key stakeholders during
2010.

Community Highlights

Adamstown Road Race 2010

Adamstown Road Race.

Following the success of the inaugural Adamstown 8k Road Race in
2009, Adamstown Community Partnership in partnership with Celtic
DCH and Lucan Harriers, hosted a 10k Road Race in Adamstown on
September 11th 2010.

The event proved very popular with over 400 participants taking part.
There was a festival atmosphere on the day for participants and
spectators who enjoyed local bands and a Kiddie's Carnival in addition
to the race itself. Proceeds from this year’s event were shared between
the Adamstown Primary Schools and supporting charities, National
Council for the Blind of Ireland (NCBI); and Pieta House, The Centre for
the Prevention of Self-Harm or Suicide, Lucan.

Lucan Community Festival 2010.

The Lucan Community Festival 2010 ran from Saturday 18th September
to Sunday 26th September. The festival included a series of events
and activities for the communities of Lucan and Adamstown and was
a great success with over 500 local residents participating in events.
The festival is organised by a committee of local residents from the
surrounding areas, including Adamstown, and South Dublin County
Councils community workers.
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Adamstown Cricket Blitz

Adamstown Cricket Club hosted an open day and inter club tournament
in association with Finnstown House and Castlethorn Construction
on Saturday 25th September 2011, as part of the Lucan Community
Festival. This was the first event at the new Station Road Playing

Smarter Travel Adamstown

South Dublin County Council with the support of the National
Transport Authority (NTA) and the Adamstown developers launched
Smarter Travel Adamstown in May 2009. Smarter Travel Adamstown
is an ongoing programme to promote sustainable travel, through
initiatives such as travel events, challenges and direct contact.

Personalised Travel Planning (PTP) advice was offered to 800
households in Adamstown in 2009 on a pilot basis. 213 households

8 and 275 individuals participated in the PTP pilot. A report, Smarter

Travel Adamstown, Personalised Travel Planning Pilot Project, was
published in March 2010. The report was presented to the NTA, the
Department of Transport and Local Authority Network, Get Active
Ireland, and the Docklands Business forum.

Bike Week 2010

South Dublin County Councils, Smarter Travel team in conjunction
with Adamstown Community Partnership hosted two community
events in Adamstown during Bike Week 2010.

Cycling Safety School provided safe cycle training to the Adamstown
Schools on Wednesday 16th June. Children from both Adamstown
primary schools participated in cycles around the schools campus,
followed by debriefing sessions from the Cycling Safety School
experts on safe cycling and awareness of other road users.

The Adamstown - Lucan Family Cycle Day took place on Saturday
June 19th. Cycling Safety School were commissioned to run novelty
cycle events for adults and children throughout the day; Staggs
Cycles, Lucan displayed a range of novelty bicycles and offered
advice on bike selection and maintenance. Refreshments and prizes
were given out throughout the day and the event concluded with a
group cycle around Adamstown.

The Smarter Travel team look forward to hosting other community
events in Adamstown in 2011.

The Adamstown Castle Schools and Leisure
Campus provides a focus for education
and leisure uses within the southern area of
Adamstown. The campus currently contains two
primary schools and a secondary school.

Parks

During 2010 Adamstown Developers completed the constructing of
two temporary playing pitches in Adamstown, pending the completion
of the public parks. These pitches are located to west of the Secondary
School Site adjacent to the temporary Park and Ride Facility beside
the Adamstown Railway Station. The pitches are managed by the
schools and will be made available to external groups through liaising
with the schools, until such time as alternative facilities are in place,
based on shared use and a seasonal license.

Community Centre

Planning permission was granted to the Adamstown Developers
in December 2007 for the first Community Centre. The approved
centre has a floor area of 1500sg.meters and incorporates a multi-
purpose gym. Upon completion, Adamstown Community College
will have priority access to the sports hall during school hours and
the community will have access at other times. The Adamstown
Developers, Adamstown Community College and South Dublin
County Council are in discussions in relation to the provision of the
Community Centre.

Leisure Facility

In March 2008, Castlethorn Construction was granted planning
permission for a three storey Sports and Leisure Building. The
approved building incorporates a swimming pool, gymnasium and all
weather playing pitches. Castlethorn Construction is in negotiations
with potential operators for the Sports and Leisure facility.

Sentinel Building — New Retail Units

The Adamstown Castle Sentinal Building is a mixed use building,
located at the junction of Adamstown Avenue and Station Road and
comprises 4 retail units. In September 2009, a Londis convenience
store opened in the Sentinal Building.

Adamstown Railway Station opened in April 2007 and is located on the
Dublin - Kildare rail line. The station continues to provide a valuable
service to the residents of Adamstown and the surrounding Lucan
area. Service levels continue to be good in the AM and PM peak times
and SDCC continues to liaise with the National Transport Authority
and Irish Rail, in relation to service provision at Adamstown.

The timely delivery of supporting infrastructure to serve the new devel-
opment at Adamstown is one of the key principles of the Adamstown
SDZ Planning Scheme. The Planning Scheme sets out a phasing plan
that clearly identifies the infrastructure required in tandem with each of
the 13 phases of residential development within Adamstown.

To date there have been 1169 residential units completed and occu-
pied within Adamstown and the infrastructure requirements for Phase
la and Phase 1b, are now completed.

Planning Applications 2010

During the course of 2010, one planning application was submitted
on lands within the Adamstown SDZ.

SDZ010A/0001

Castlethorn Construction has applied for planning permission for
177 residential units within the Adamstown Square Development
Area, on the site known as Adamstown Square phase 3 which
has a previous permission SDZ07A/0011. The scheme comprises
a medium density, neighbourhood. The house types are designed
0 provide a variety of options for prospective residents, as well
as catering for the future flexible needs of expanding families. The
application for compact family housing, which is truly adaptable,
provides for a mix of housing type and tenure reflecting an organic
growth of a new town. The focus on flexible family homes will
make a strong contribution to the establishment of a sustainable
community within Adamstown, and more particularly, within an
area that is in close proximity to the proposed District Centre.

Pre-planning  discussions are ongoing with Maplewood
Development to revise Phase 2A (SDZ07A/0001) and 2B
(SDZ08A/0005) of The Paddocks. This is likely to result
in an increase in the number of individual family houses,
and a reduction in the number of apartments permitted.

Residential activity during 2010 has been focused within the
Adamstown Square Development Area situated in the southern area
of Adamstown and the Airlie Stud (The Paddocks) Development Area
in the northern area of Adamstown.

While the rate of occupations moderated further in 2010, there were
still a number of new occupations during the year, with a total of 72
residential units occupied during 2010.

There was one planning application for residential development sub-
mitted in 2010, a decision on that application is due Febuary 2011.
The overall number of residential units permitted to date remains at
3,428 units, representing almost one third (31%) of the total residential
units (10,150) that are permissible within the Adamstown SDZ lands.

0 date, over 55,000 sg.metres of commercial development has
been approved in Adamstown. Approved developments include four
hildcare facilities, four retail units, an office building and a sports and
eisure building. The majority of commercial development permitted to
date was granted within the first phase of Adamstown District Centre
n July 2008. The District Cetnre incorporates over 40 retail units, bars,
afes, restaurants, offices, a healthcare centre, a library, a civic centre,
a cinema and a place of worship.

Initiatives and Supporting Startegies

The Adamstown Project Team continue to support the detailed delivery
and implementation of the Planning Scheme by developing support
strategies and initiatives.

Grand Canal Pedestrian / Cycle Green Route
Extension

During 2010 South Dublin County Council completed construction
works on the new Green Pedestrian and Cycle Route along the
southern towpath of the Grand Canal, providing a direct link between
the 12th Lock at Grange Castle and Dublin City Centre. The Green
Route was officially opened to the public in 2010

Towards the end of 2009 South Dublin County Council commenced
construction works on a new cycle and pedestrian link from the
Adamstown lands to the Grand Canal Green Route, supported by the
Department of Transport. These works have progressed well during
2010. CCTV and public lighting along a pedestrian and cycle route
between Adamstown and the Grand Canal have been installed. Con-
struction work has also commenced on a new overbridge across
the canal. Once completed the bridge will provide the final link from

Adamstown Street Design Guide

The Adamstown Street Design Guide has been developed to sup-
plement the street design standards contained within the Planning
Scheme. The Street Design Guide emphasises the need to design
streets for all users and not just for cars. It promotes that streets that
are attractive and lively, accessible, legible, safe and cost effective
to maintain.The Design Guide outlines how these objectives can be
achieved both in principle and in technical detail and includes exam-
ples of real world solutions, illustrative models and specific design so-
lutions.

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Looking Ahead to 2011

The focus for 2011 will be to deliver commercial facilities, such as the District Centre and Sports and Leisure Centre, and on commencing
residential development within the Adamstown Square and The Paddocks areas. Itis hoped that new residential launches during autumn
2011 will bring new residents to both the northern and southern areas of Adamstown.

Castlethorn Construction remain in discussions with potential commercial tenants for the District Centre and are developing a plan which
ould see the delivery of the District Centre on a phased basis, with the first phase to include a supermarket and medical centre.

Castlethorn Construction remain in negotiations with potential operators for the approved Leisure Centre and remain committed to
commencing construction of the leisure centre and community centre.

South Dublin County Council will continue to work with the emerging community in Adamstown in 2011 focusing on enabling communi
members to support their own initiatives.
