There, her enigmatic employer and his
visionary daughter have built a lush new life for the global elite, one that reawakens the chef to the pleasures
of taste, touch and her own body. In this atmosphere of hidden wonders and seductive violence, the chef's
boundaries undergo a thrilling erosion. Soon she is pushed to the centre of a startling attempt to reshape the
world far beyond the plate. Sensuous and surprising, joyous and bitingly sharp, told in alluring language, Land
of Milk and Honey is a striking novel about food, sex and the intricacies of desire and longing.
