
  

 
Conditions governing use of rooms 
and event spaces in SDCC Libraries: 

• Library management at its sole discretion reserves the right to 
accept or reject requests for use of rooms or spaces in the library.  

• All bookings are approved subject to the condition that any such 
letting does not interfere with, or restrict the operation of the 
library.  

• Bookings are only permitted during the normal library opening 
hours.  

• From time to time, it may be necessary for library management to 
cancel a booking. The library will make every effort to give 
advance notice of any such cancellation.  

• Groups or organisations seeking to use a room in the library may 
be required to have in place the relevant insurance which 
indemnifies South Dublin County Council against any claim, action 
or proceeding arising out of, or in respect of, permission to use the 
premises.  

• The library space cannot be used for commercial purposes, or for 
political or religious meetings. 

• The space must be left in the condition in which it was found.  
• No equipment belonging to the group can be stored in the library 

between events.   
• If using sound, please keep noise down to a level acceptable to 

the library space.  
• Occupancy levels must be adhered to, as advised by the library.  
• Starting/finishing times must be adhered to as arranged.
